employee incentives, revising budgets, and review-
ing work standards. Our efforts have resulted in in-
creased financial stability during the past six months.

Jackson & Ryan recently com-
pleted the construction of The Women’s Home in Hous-
ton which included the construction of 86 apartments for
homeless women.

Ben Stillwell and Chip Gagnier with Gagnier
Hicks & Associates, instrumental in writing the successful
grant application, are the project HUD consultants. They
will continue their involvement, providing oversight and
ensuring compliance until successful completion of the
apartment homes complex. Jason Medley with O'Don-
